Instructions for Gastropod Field Data Sheet
Site Name: Get this from your site assignment page (e.g. Cape Horn Lower)

Time: Time the point-to-point survey actually begins.  

GPS: Enter the GPS reading when you arrive at the site.  It won’t be exactly the same as the GPS on the assignment sheet.

First Team: Some sites will be visited twice and the second team needs to be sure they aren’t covering the exact same ground because the first team will have disturbed the site and the gastropods may have dispersed a few meters away looking for better habitat.  If you search a “damaged” site your specimen numbers may be low.  You know if you are the second team because there will be a flag labelled “CLARK” at the site.  

· If you are the second team to visit, remove the flags when you leave.

Site Description:
· Canopy Cover: Imagine a wall went from the ground up to the sky in your 100m survey area.  If you look up, is the sky < 50% obscured by foliage (or a cliff)?  Get consensus from your team.

· What is the most dominant tree that is giving shade to your site?  Alder, bigleaf maple? Douglas fir, oak?  Identify that species and write the common and Latin name.

· Dominant ground cover.  This may be harder because there are more species.  Do your best but bring a sample back and staple it to your field data sheet so your instructor can identify it.

Species:

· Field label: You may not know what you’ve collected so you may give it a temporary “Field Label like Slug A or Snail Yellow, etc.  This field label is what you put on the container and on the data sheet.
· Identification: After the search is done, the team will huddle around the specimens and the ipads or books and try to ID them.  Get as close as you can.  Write your best guess.  Include notes.

· How many of that species did you collect?  One, three, six?

· Photos:

· Select the best photographer in your group

· Follow the instructions on the data sheet for photos.  You should have 3 for slugs and 6 for snails.

· Photos taken by: I want a name and this helps you to remember to get those taken.

· Further notes: Anything you want to share or remember.

For Instructor: I will enter a grade when your work is complete, meaning the data is collected and posted and turned in on time.
