Questions for Owl Lab – Worth 6 lab points  
You will bring to lab your Answer, MLA Citation and Evaluation of your source  - typed (this will be turned in)
FIRST - Find the answer to the # of the owl question that you picked in conference.  You only need to answer one question.  Look online or at the library for an appropriate and credible source of information.  Note:  The most appropriate place to find this information may be in a field guide and/or a specific encyclopedia (not a general one like Britannica) that focuses on wildlife or biological concepts. Use the Cannel library web page to help you find good resources.  http://www.clark.edu/Library/

THIRD - After the bibliographic citation explain why you think this source is appropriate and credible for this kind of information.   Hint:  look at the credentials of the person or organization presenting the information.  
Bring your answer, citation and evaluation of your source to lab next week.  This will be worth 6 of your 20 lab points.  
1)  How many and what owl species can you find in Washington State?  Are they all here year round or do some come for only part of the year?  If so which ones live here your round and which are only here at certain times?  Of the ones that only visit part of the time, which season(s) will they be in Washington?

2) Define the terms – nocturnal, diurnal and crepuscular.  Are all owls nocturnal?  If not, which owls in Washington State are not nocturnal and when might we see them active?

3) Are any owl species in Washington State declining in population?  Are any species listed as on the federal or state endangered species list?  If so which one(s) and what is their specific status?

4) What adaptations do owls have for hearing?  How are their ears different from other birds and why?

5)  How do owls catch prey?  What role do talons and beaks play in catching prey?  How are their talons and beaks different from other birds and how are they adapted to owls’ predatory lifestyle?

6) What is an owl pellet and why do owls make them?  What other types of birds make pellets?  Why do owl pellets tell us more about what owls eat than other bird’s pellets?  What is the physiology (the mechanism in the body) that helps owls to make pellets?

7) How are owls’ eyes adapted for their predatory lifestyle and how do they enable most owls to see well in low light?  Can owls see during the daytime?  How does an owl’s eye differ from a human’s eye? 

8) How are owl feathers uniquely adapted for their predatory lifestyle?  Discuss two ways in which the feather structure helps the owl hunt.

9)  Can an owl turn its head all the way around?  If so, how is this possible (what is the anatomy that enable this)?  If not, just how far can an owl turn its head and how is this possible?
