GPS: GPS instructions are in each backpack.
1. Menu 
2. Select main menu 
3. Set up (enter)
4. Scroll to Units

a. Select metric

5. Position
a. Select WGS84 for pika

b. NAD83 for rare plants

c. Select Hddd.ddddd This doesn’t use minutes and seconds (based on 60 sec/min) but uses decimals based on 10s.

6. Hold the MARK button.  That marks your current location.  Enter one of the following points then select DONE.
a. To enter GPS data for a new site (like the GPS points on your survey assignment)

i. Mark current site.

ii. Rocker button to Location box.

iii. Enter.  Manually enter the GPS points for your site.  

b. Some sites have two GPS—one for the parking area and one for the transect.  You can enter both sites and remember them by the tops box that numbers your sites.  You can also change the number title to a word like “Parking” or “Transect”

c. Once they are entered, use them to navigate.

7. Warning: During the setup, sometimes your GPS will identify your position as being indoors and will throw up “simulated” numbers and the GPS function will turn off.  You don’t want that; be sure that when you move a few meters, your GPS location numbers change.
